Henrik Engdahll (The Crete Golf Club - Greece) played another solid game and
maintained his lead in the Professional Individual Stableford finishing on 144 points.
Australian Aaron Cox (Caboolture Golf Club Australia) moved up the field from 4th
place to 2nd finishing 1 shot behind the leader on 143. Steve Basson (Omeya Golf
Club - Namibia) dropped down the leader board one place to finish 3@ on 142, only
two shots behind the leader.

The best round of the day went to Greg Upton from River Club (SA) who made an
impressive finish on 40 poinfs. The fournament makes its final journey to Durban
Country Club for Day 5, where the last 18-holes wait.
