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Internationals Continue To Battle It Out at World Club ProAm  
 
 
As the PGA of SA | Mercedes Benz World Club ProAm moves into the home stretch with 
36-holes remaining, the pressure is starting to mount in the Professional Stableford and 
ProAm 4-Ball alliance with all eyes fixed on the title and team trophy.  
 
Round 3 teed-off to perfect golfing conditions at Cotswold Downs Golf Estate, setting 
the course for some impressive scores being carded by the PGA Professionals. The 
internationals continue to put pressure on South African Christo Roos who is still leading 
the field in the Professional Stableford on 112 points, just one shot ahead of title 
defender Swedish Henrik Engdahl who finished on 111 points. Namibian, Steve Basson 
trails 2 shots further down the field on 109 points, holding onto 3rd place. Australian, 
Aaron Cox finished tied 5th with South African Louis le Roux on 106 points and they will 
have their sights on chasing South African Ryan Reid who is holding the 4th spot by just 
one shot on 107 points. 
 
South African PGA Professional, Morne Botha, got off to a flying start with an impressive 
Eagle off the 1st hole and finished the day on a solid 40 points, 4 under par , finishing 68 
points in tied 11th position at the end of Round 3. 
 
In the ProAm 4-Ball alliance, Modderfontein Golf Club has pushed their way up the field 
and broadened the lead by 6 shots with a 264 point finish. Centurion Country Club  also 
charged up the field on an impressive 87 point finish to claim 2nd place on a total 258 
points. Paarl Golf Club and Strand Golf Club 1 will start Round 4 in a tied 3rd place on 
257 points.  
 
Round 4 tees-off at Prince’s Grant Golf Estate and the final round 5 will be played on 
Friday at Durban Country Club.
